Backyard composting is a  
controlled process of natural 
conversion of organic         
materials by micro organisms 
into compost. By composting, 
you can divert more than 500 
lbs of organic matter from 
landfills per year. 
 

Composting is simply a combination of yard 
debris (like grass clippings and fallen leaves) 
and kitchen scraps (such as fruit and vegeta-
ble spoils), separated from the waste stream 
and placed into an environment suitable for 
decomposition.  
 
Through composting, you can experience the 
benefits of this rich soil additive giving you 
healthier and greener lawns and gardens, and 
a cleaner environment too!

The use of rain barrels by home-
owners helps to lower municipal 
water demands and saves energy 
at water treatment facilities by  
reducing water pollution and storm 
water runoff.   
 
Homeowners can help to conserve 
municipal water supply and cut 

household water bills by up to 40% with back-
yard rain barrels. Rain water free from chlorine 
and water treatment chemicals, is an excellent 
water source for lawns, plants and gardens.
